Neither the modification proposal nor discussions at the Workgroup clearly demonstrate 
how the proposal will affect the level and volatility of UIG.  Transitional problems with 
loading DM meter reading files post Nexus are being resolved so that more daily reads 
will be included in settlements.   We do not support using AQ/365 as it is not a suitable 
proxy for sites that operate flexibly and respond to market signals.  Using AQ/365 could 
equally lead to a further misallocation where a zero reading is correct .   Shippers 
develop a good understanding of the operation of their DM sites and there are already 
established processes for making corrections ahead of close-out.
