ESP is supportive of the proposal to mandate the CDSP to assign resource to a 
dedicated task force. ESP also supports the aim of this task force, who will look to take 
positive action to reduce the volatility and scale of UIG in the UK market. 

However, the proposal has not included sufficient detail as to which parties the CDSP 
expects to recover the task force costs from, or an estimate of what these costs could 
be. Although ESP understands the intention is for the CDSP to recover costs incurred 
from Shippers, this has not been explicitly stated in the modification (dated 8 June 2018). 
As an IGT, ESP is not directly impacted by UIG, and as such, would not have the ability 
to influence solution/s proposed by the task force. ESP believes that the funding should 
be sourced from those parties who are directly impacted, and support this proposal on 
that basis.

ESP agrees with the Proposer of the Modification that the high value of the issue requires 
a solution to be implemented quickly.
