It is proposed to allow entry capacity booked for the entry of gas into the NTS from
storage sites within combined Aggregated System Entry Points (ASEPs), to be
treated the same as a “Storage Site” as designated in National Grid’s Licence with
respect to the application of any revenue recovery charge based on capacity
bookings.
