We support the proposal that there should be an Annual Modification Panel Report.  This 
will be a means of bring to the industry’s attention key learning points and therefore 
furthers relevant objective (f) Promotion of efficiency in the implementation and 
administration of the Code.   These  may include the way the Modification Panel or 
workgroups operate; the quality and timing of reports or information submitted to or by 
workgroups and committees; the role of the Joint Office as critical friend; the speed of 
decision making for Authority Decision modifications and other areas of interest in the 
applicable period. 

Self-Governance Statement: Please provide your views on the self-governance statement. 

Changes to Modification Rules would normally require Authority Direction; however, we 
agree that this is not a change to the rules around the process or approval of 
modification proposals; therefore, self-governance is appropriate.   

Although the report is more wide ranging that the Modification Rules themselves, we 
understand why the text has been placed in them as the independent panel chair is not 
referenced elsewhere in Code.  Were the text in General Terms B or TPD V (which 
would be other logical places to put it) then the modification proposal would clearly be 
subject to self-governance.
