1.4 Approval of Late Papers
There were no late papers.

Consideration of 0674V Implementation — Plans / Tasks Document

Rebecca Hailes (RHa) referred the presentation that was reviewed as part of the August
Performance Assurance Committee (PAC) meeting titled Performance Assurance Techniques
and Controls.

Anne Jackson (AJ) confirmed that the Performance Assurance Framework Document (PAFD) will
not have a consultation period and comments are not being invited. AJ advised this exercise is a
housekeeping exercise only, however, if there is a feeling there should be some sort of event that
guides parties to the terms of engagement, she is open to suggestions, but ultimately it will be a
PAC decision.

Kirsty Dudley (KD) agreed with this approach and suggested this could be done via a Podcast or
something similar.

Anne Jackson (AJ) confirmed that an engagement event was held last week which headlined the
Modification is due to be implemented and noted the engagement levels were quite good.

Engagement on the new PAFD to be considered on 11 October meeting.

It was agreed that the PAFD v4.6 will need a review with regard to the timing of any Modifications
with PARR updates (e.g. 0734S) that will be included, if the effective implementation date of the
PAFD is before 01 February 2023, then they need to be included.

Action 0674Imp15: PAFA to send CDSP a change marked and clean version of the PARR section
of the v4.6 PAFD for JO to publish on 11 Oct page

Action 0674Imp16: CDSP to update the PARR section of the PAFD and send back to PAFA in
time for approval as part of the PAFD v4.6 on 11 October.

The Committee discussed the tasks that are required in readiness for the implementation of
Modification 0674V, and all tasks identified so far have been logged on to the 0674V
Implementation Plan.

AJ explained that under 0674V, Users PAC Performance Improvement Plans are expected to be
milestone Plans; the Plan will be reviewed by PAC and any comments will go back to the User as
to whether PAC accept the Plan or not. The User would then make any necessary amendments
which will then form the agreed Plan which the User will be measured against.

It was agreed that PAFA will forward the PAC introductory Letter of Implementation of 0647V to
Joint Office, upon receipt Joint Office will forward to UNC parties. This communication will form part
of the requirement of 0674V.

The Committee members were asked to recommend the number of Modifications that will be
supported by PAFA on an annual basis. The cap suggested was either 2 or 3:

Members voted unanimously that 2 Modifications supported by PAFA should be the cap on an
annual basis. This cap is being set as a guide for PAFA contract variation purposes and can be
amended by PAC decision in future, as needed.
