We are aware that this proposal has been discussed at both Distribution and Transmission
workstreams, and that the proposer has revised this proposal in the light of comments
received at those meeting. We now consider that this proposal strikes the right balance
between the needs of both Users and Transporters.

We agree with the proposer’s assertions in respect of the relevant objectives that this
proposal better facilitates — A11.1(a) the economic and efficient operation of an individual
DN’s pipeline system, and A11.1(b) the economic and efficient operation of the combined
pipeline system.
