Thank you for providing Scotia Gas Networks with the opportunity to comment on the above 
Modification Proposal.   SGN supports implementation of Modification Proposal 0288. 
 
This Modification Proposal has been raised by National Grid NTS to remove the Minimum Eligible 
Amount requirement for all Capacity reduction requests. This will enable any User with an 
Enduring Annual NTS Exit (Flat) Capacity quantity that is less than 100,000 kWh at an NTS Exit 
Point, to reduce their Enduring Annual NTS Exit (Flat) Capacity quantity, at that NTS Exit Point, in 
the reduction window or via an ad-hoc reduction request. 
  
 
Extent to which implementation of the proposed modification would better facil i tate 
the relevant objectives: 
 
Standard Special Condit ion A11.1 (a): the eff icient and economic operation of the 
pipeline System: 
SGN consider implementation of this Modification Proposal to be a pragmatic approach in allowing 
Users to reduce their Enduring Annual NTS Exit (Flat) Capacity value to zero which would 
accurately reflect their actual Capacity requirements. This in turn would enable National Grid NTS 
to make available any unsold NTS Exit (Flat) Capacity to other Users at an NTS Exit Point. 
 
Standard Special Condit ion A11.1 (d): so far as is consistent with sub-paragraphs 
(a) to (c) the securing of effective competit ion: 
The option of reducing Enduring Annual NTS Exit (Flat) Capacity is currently only available to 
Users with values greater than 100,000 kWh, implementation of this Modification Proposal will 
ensure that all requests for a reduction in Initialised NTS Exit (Flat) Capacity will be treated in the 
same manner irrespective of the size of the initialised value.
