A legacy of the introduction of competition in gas metering has been the issue of data miss-
matches and gaps. Once example being meter points for which the MAM identity is not 
recorded on the Supply Point Register. In these instances, although a MAM may be carrying 
out asset management activities they are unable to easily identify the supplier to formalise 
contractual arrangements and facilitate data updates. This Proposal will allow the release of 
the supplier identity and meter details by the transporter to an approved MAM, enabling 
arrangements to be put in place. This should help to ensure that appropriate arrangements 
exist for metering services and help to promote a more efficient means of improving data 
quality for all parties.
