We note that the Project Nexus Implementation Date (presently 1st October 2015) is under scrutiny 
by the industry. We are also aware that based on the recommendations of the Project Nexus Steering 
Group and the project assurance managers Pricewaterhousecoopers (PwC), the implementation date 
is likely to be deferred. However, the Modification is sustainable in that the Legal Text is designed to 
‘track’ the Project Nexus Implementation Date as defined in UNC (irrespective of what the actual date 
might be).
