▪ Sian Jones (Xoserve) alerted Panel to a 
potential issue and significant risk to UK Link 
Systems due to the predicted transfer of sites 
from Product Class 4 into Class 3 for 01 
October 2019. 

▪ Recent changes to the AUG Table weighting 
factors used for allocating UIG from 01 
October will create a commercial advantage 
for moving sites from Product Class 4 to 
Product Class 3.

Notification of PAC Confidentiality Incident 

▪ Shelley Rouse (SR) provided an update on 
the recent confidentiality breach which has 
been notified to the PAC. 

▪ Non-disclosure agreements have been 
signed by the parties who accessed the 
confidential data. 

PAC Terms of Reference/PAC Election Changes 
▪ UNCC did not support the PAC proposal of a 

3-year term split over 3 election years. 
▪ Further views from PAC are to be obtained. 

Proposed amendment to the PAF – PAFA Annual 
Review 

▪ The proposed changes to the  PAFA Annual 
Review Process were unanimously 
supported. 

Implementation of Modification 0665 

▪ Ofgem confirmed that Modification 0665 had 
been approved and implementation is 
currently targeted for 01 October 2019.  

▪ JD sought views on the impact of bringing the 
implementation date forward to 01 July 2019. 

▪ It was agreed that the implementation date 
should be changed to 01 July 2019 subject to 
any  objections sent to the Joint Office by 28 
June 2019.
