▪ A strategic body is required that doesn’t sit either within 
Ofgem or National Grid ETSO  

▪ The strategic body should have wide ranging 
representation including Ofgem. 

Ofgem/BEIS will respond within 12 weeks. 

Results of the Cross-code survey, undertaken by Future 

Thinking for Ofgem, should be published by end September 

2019.  

Ofgem Update on decision for 
Modification 0678 and alternatives
