Panel Feedback

a review of results next month. 

Panel Chair Recruitment Update 

▪ PG provided an update that three candidates have been 
interviewed in September, with one candidate being 
recommended unanimously. 

▪ The interview panel consisted of a Panel representative, 
a Transporter representative and a Code Administrator 
representative.  

▪ The appointment is now awaiting a decision by the 
Authority, with the hope that the new Chair will start 
observing Panel from November. 

BEIS/Ofgem Code Governance Review 

▪ Ofgem confirmed that they received 60 responses to 
the review consultation. Ofgem and BEIS are 
considering the responses and are on track to produce 
a summary in winter 2019. 

▪ Another consultation will follow at some point in 2020. 

Ofgem Cross-Code Survey Results 

▪ Ofgem confirmed that the results of the survey have 
now been published.  

▪ PG noted that: 
o There was no distinction between whether a 

particular body is a Code Administrator or a 
Code Manager and that these were two different 
roles.  

o Budgets for each body could provide some 
useful comparison information in future.  

o The UNC Code Administrator results highlighted 
a number of points outside the Joint Office’s 
control (for example accession to code) and the 
sample size had been very low (24 responses).  

o The Joint Office is working on various measures 
including website improvement and a review of 
the critical friend process.  

UNC Committee (UNCC) matters  

UNC Validation Rules Amendment  

• Xoserve highlighted the amendments to the UNC 
Validation Rules discussed at the Distribution 
Workgroup. 

• UNCC approval was sought, for version 5.2 with proviso 
of implementation date to be between 17 October and 
20 November. 

• Committee approved version 5.2 of the UNC Validation 
Rules document.  

Real Time Demand Data 
• The Committee approved a small change to include real 

time demand data in the UNC Data Dictionary.
