Introduction and Status Review
1.1. Approval of Minutes (07 January 2018)
The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.

Review of Solution and Legal Text (5.9.17)

Bob Fletcher (BF) said that Panel had advised that the Legal Text and solution were
inconsistent and had asked the questions as detailed below:
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2.1 Align solution and Legal Text

Tracey Saunders (TS) confirmed the Legal Text had now been amended in-line with the
solution and that the changes were in relation to the 01 October date and the minus 15
Business Days to reflect which of the gas years they were effective in, and to encompass the
Scottish Holidays.

Emma Smith (ESm) proposed that the reference to the Business Days should be referred to
as Supply Point System’s Business Days. Sallyann Blackett (SB) and Mark Bellman (MB) both
suggested the wording should read as follows: ‘no later than the date in the same gas year
that is 15 Supply Point System’s Business Days prior to 01 October.’

The Workgroup were all in agreement to this altered wording to the Legal Text and the
modification solution. Both TS and John Welch (JW) confirmed they would make the
necessary amendments to both documents.

2.2 Clarify applicable dates and calendar year

Completion of Workgroup Report

BF asked the Workgroup if they would happy to have the amended Workgroup Report
submitted to Panel once the alterations had been completed, without a further Workgroup
meeting and all were in agreement.

JW and TS agreed to amend the solution and the Legal Text accordingly to include the
wording Supply Point System’s Business Days in relation to the 01 October.

The Workgroup Report will then be submitted to the February Panel.
