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Actions

0701: AA to investigate the MEN process as a potential model to use for the process Modification 

0772 is seeking to introduce.

The MEN is a more involved process than what we’re trying to achieve in this Modification, which is more 

consistent with the existing DFO flow metering notifications. This is a check to give parties a formal 

opportunity to confirm that this isn’t going to impact anybody given the nature of the change.

0702: AA to liaise with the Joint Office to review the distribution list they hold and review whether 

this would allow for a sufficiently wide approach for engagement.

Explored options around distribution lists with the JO. JO UNC mailing lists considered optimal. 
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Actions

0703: AA to provide analysis to support the Modification. – Wanted a list of the minimum amount of 

analysis that would be provided as due course.

NG will publish:

• The gas quality limit to be changed and the magnitude of that change.

• The name of Entry Point at which the change is being requested.

• The party requesting the change.

• Penetration analysis on the supply source stating the scenarios we’ve considered, any assumptions 

made and showing which areas of the NTS we expect to be within the sphere of influence of that entry 

point. (This will usually be presented in the form of heat maps)
